THREE TRUMPET DAFFODILS; yellow, one variety, one flower per stem, tfrumpet or corona as long or longer
than the perianth (petals)

THREE DWARF DAFFODILS:; any colour, one variety one flower per stem

THREE TRUMPET DAFFODILS; any colour other than yellow, one flower per stem, trumpet or corona as long
or longer than the perianth

THREE LONG CUP DAFFODILS:; any colour, one variety, one flower per stem, tfrumpet more than one third
of the perianth, but less than equal o perianth

THREE SMALL CUP DAFFODILS: one variety, one flower per stem, trumpet not more than one third of
perianth

THREE DOUBLE DAFFODILS; one variety

THREE MULTIHEADED DAFFODILS; any colour, one variety

THREE SPLIT CORONA DAFFODILS

A VASE OF 6 DAFFODILS, two each of three varieties

A VASE OF 3 DAFFODILS, 3 different varieties

CONTAINER OF MIXED VARIETY OF DAFFODILS; any number of blooms

THREE TULIPS; one variety

CONTAINER OF FLOWERING SHRUB; one variety

FIVE TULIPS; mixed

CONTAINER OF ONE KIND OF FLOWER: other than daffodils and tulips

CONTAINER OF MIXED SPRING FLOWERS (nho shrubs)

CONTAINER OF FLOWERING SHRUBS; mixed

AN ARRANGEMENT OF SPRING FLOWERS AND FOLTAGE IN A BASKET; not exceeding 24" (60cm) in any
direction

A MINIATURE ARRANGEMENT OF FLOWERS AND FOLIAGE; not exceeding 4" (10cm) in any direction
